What do you do with a Miniature Horse?

Drive – Pleasure Driving, Roadster, Country Pleasure, Park, or just for leisure/pleasure

Halter – Age Divisions, Yearlings, Mares, Geldings, Stallions, Amateur, Youth, Open

Showmanship – Handler Judged in presenting their Horse

Team Driving – 2, 4 or 6 in-hand and unicorn and tandem hitches

Jumping – Maximum 42” jumps over a 9 gate course

Hunter – Maximum 24” jumps judges on style, grace, and way of go

Obstacle Trail – Handling the halter horse through cones, bridges, tarps, etc.

Obstacle Driving – Driving over bridges, tarps, water hazards, etc.

Liberty – A performance of the horse to music

Convalescent visits – Bring joy and happiness to others
Parades – Enjoyment for you and others and publicity of the breed and/or local club

Club/Group activities – clinics, trail drives, seminars, fun shows, etc.

Confirmation – Basically looking for the same conformation as in a big horse
Bloodlines – Good quality bloodlines, proven to produce quality horses

Action – To suit your desired needs, driving, jumping, etc.

Physical abilities – Strong, athletic, good height for your chosen activity

Color – Personal preference

Temperament – Easy to work with, energetic, appropriate for the desired activity

Personality – Gentle, pleasant to work with and a joy to be around

Fit Desired Need – Correct height and confirmation for activity
